· Zaeem – Advertising of it not good enough. 
· Tammy said that the trend is apparent on other campuses as well – not well-advertised enough 
Tammy said that some Lampeter Suggestions were:
· Bursary calendar 
· Deadline reminders 
· Some discussion around the ideas 
· Good idea
· Get it uploaded to the HWB so all students can access
Some discussion around Student Finance 
· Uni weren’t great when dealing with them.

Carwyn suggested some ideas around announcing the bursaries when students apply, part of application process, checklist, automatically get emailed the bursary form; Tammy to pass this along to student services.
· Angel said that she wouldn’t be happy being screened by the uni or 5/6 universities 

Kris says that the carers' bursary has an age limit, which is problematic; it's a massive barrier, and he doesn’t understand the purpose of it. 

Kris thinks that it’s about making it clearer to all students; it needs to be more transparent. 

Lyndsey mentioned that the application process is quite confusing and is alienating people
